CLOSE TO THE LIZARD KING

The memory of Jim Morrison in art, literature and music in exclusive for Italy.

In an Italian tribute will be held on the Lizard King and his legendary band on Saturday, the 5th of March, at 9 p.m, at Deposito Giordani in Pordenone.

IOdeposito, with the partnership of the Doors italian fan club “First Flash Of Eden”, presents an exclusive tribute that will feature international guests, enriched by an exceptional exhibition of rare documents and unpublished material.

During the evening the audience will have the possibility to appreciate the photo exhibition “Il poeta che vive al Père-Lachaise”, which contains the best shots of Jim Morrison’s grave in Paris by Michelle Campbell, Doors’ official photographer, and Patricia Devaux.  Michelle is an american photographer and from 1989 she lives in Paris. Over the years her photos appered on Tv, in magazines, books about The Doors and for about 10 years they were on 
The Doors official website.  
Patricia is a french photographer and is also translator for two of Morrison's poetry books: « Wilderness » and « The American Night » . In 1985 she self-published a photo-book « Stone Immaculate that has been reedited 20 years after in only 500 copies.
The documentary “When you’re strange” will be screened with Italian subtitles. It brings together unseen footage on the history of the Californian band and its charismatic leader. The movie, directed by Tom DiCillo, produced by Peter Jankowski and narrated by famous actor Johnny Depp, was nominated in the non-fiction programs category at Emmy Awards 2010.

The exclusive feature will be the presentation of the book “You make me real” by the writer and researcher Rui Pedro Silva.  You Make Me Real is more then a biography. Over then 500 pages where you will find untold stories, rare and unpublished material (photos, documents like letters written by Jim Morrison and Kathy Lisciandro on behalf of Jim, Jim Morrison Film Festival, etc, and top written participations). The work has been presented at Royce Hall - UCLA Los Angeles and received a prestigious award at the London Book Festival.

The evening will end with the performance of Dusty Bottoms, italian rock/blues band, which will play several Doors’ songs giving them a new interpretation with great emotional impact, 
and we are vey honored to have  Darryl Read, english musician, poet and actor, as a very special guest on stage. Throughout 34 years of his career he realized several singles, eps, albums and books and he takes pride in his collaboration with Ray Manzarek with whom he produced three albums.
The audience will also be able to enjoy the exhibition of valuable pieces of the Doors and their leader made available by the fan club "First Flash of Eden. "

"Close To The Lizard King" wants to celebrate, 40 years after his death, the legendary poet of music, with a tribute able to relive, for the first time in Italy, the atmosphere of the past and show the previous unseen figure of Jim Morrison.
